A PANESU user asked: How can I block some specific e-mails from getting into my inbox. I have the need to do some spam filtering. Thank you.

For general SPAM filtering, we've standardized on dSPAM as a spam filter.  dSPAM must be enabled on each user account wishing to use it.  Enable dSPAM for your account by logging into yams.project42.k12.ne.us   and clicking dSPAM opt in/out. 

Now, email that dSPAM thinks is spam to your account will be tagged in the subject line with {SPAM} 

To train dSPAM 

 1. If you have an e-mail that has been misclassified as good when it 
    is really spam you can forward that e-mail to 
    spam-your_username@panesu.org 
 2. If you have an e-mail that has been misclassified as spam when it 
    is really good you can forward the e-mail to 
    notspam-your_username@panesu.org 

Substitute your actual username for "your_username" in the above examples. 


You can set up a message rule so any email with the character string {SPAM} in it is moved to a Junk Mail folder so you don't have to see them in your INBOX. 

It is normal for DSPAM to take as long as four weeks before most spam can be blocked. It is critical that during the initial four week period of using DSPAM that proper training is performed. DSPAM will only perform as well as you teach it. 

As you continue to receive E-mail your specific E-mail patterns will be learned by the DSPAM software, which will result in increasing accuracy in catching spam.  You are encouraged to continue the training of DSPAM when it makes mistakes so that SPAM-blocking for your E-mail address will continue to improve.
